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PLACEMAT STRATEGY:  Use this as an organization tool to help when students do a gallery walk or four corners to track thinking and discussion in each group.  

	


	

	

	


Gallery Walk:  This strategy is used to have students work together, share their ideas, stimulate conversation both formal and informal.  
How it works:

· Split students into groups.

· Next each group is given a question or problem or idea.

· Each group will then create a visual aide that tells their journey of thinking.  

· Students will then post their work.

· Count off the students by 1’s and 2’s, then give half the students the classroom to walk around and listen to the presenters who stayed home to talk about their work and what they have put on their visual aide.  
· This is where an informal discussion can take place between presenter and visitors.     

· KEEP time short, they must rotate to other stations within the time given. 

· Those that are visiting the stations can write responses or more information or questions that they may have on sticky notes and post next to the poster for further discussion.  
· Then have students go back to their original group and discuss as a whole group each poster.
